The Director: 
Fr. Steve Bossi earned a Masters of Divinity degree from the Washington Theological 
Union and was ordained to the priesthood in 1986.  Fr. Bossi served as a Paulist priest 
in South Carolina and Pastor in Minneapolis, MN and Portland, OR. In 2002 he was 
elected to the General Council of the Paulist Fathers. Two years later he was appointed 
to the position of Director of Formation for the Paulist community.  He currently serves 
in that capacity at St. Paul’s College in Washington, DC. Since 1996 Fr. Bossi has been 
part of a mission preaching team organized by the Paulist National Catholic Evengeliza-
tion Association.  In addition to his mission preaching he has led days of recollection, 
retreats, and workshops.
